How many times you heard a saying: life is like a bicycle, in order to keep your
balance you must keep moving. This book is starting with this saying as a premise and
then examines in detail its meaning in order to not just scientifically prove it, but also to
explain why it is a universal truth. In its methodology this book intertwines two axioms:
universally accepted believes are the first to examine; and to understand something we
have to know how and where it came from.

The authors transferred the theory of knowledge into a novel full of intriguing
dialogs in order to help the reader understand how we humans make mistakes as indi-
viduals and as a society, and what do we have to do to first get out of the “wrong matrix”
in our life which makes us repeat fatal steps, and then second, what are the actions we
need to take which will lead to our growth and success. Because, as the authors believe:
Knowledge is not a power, knowledge is the need.

Without even hiding their ambition, the authors from the very first page of this
book are trying to use their engineering brain to offer their comprehensive, technical
answers to questions so often reserved and explained only through spirituality. Through
amalgamation of all our life activities, hopes, persistence, ... into a Disc of Principles,
Needs and Values, they close the loop by explaining the meaning of terms such as friend-
ship and love. Through evident principles of natural science they show us that spirituality
is either all-inclusive, or it does not exist, and that without spirituality there is no life and
success.

Is it possible, by following the thought process and logical thinking of the authors,
to achieve total wisdom — wisdom which would be applicable and usable in all aspects
of human life? Authors made me believe that it is. Nevertheless, as the authors suggest
through this “business novel’, we should all try to find that total wisdom by ourselves

Something else is left to be discovered: this novel is not only reminding us with
its dialogs to Platos “Republic’, but also with its vision of society without politicians, spec-
ulators, bankers ... who's roles are replaced by experts. Can “integrated wisdom” create
such a society, or is it still just “utopia”? The answer to this question is not in the book but
the intent and efforts definitely are. I think the authors “hope” is there too. At the end, as
they discovered for us: plan is the hope translated into activity.

Koliko ste puta ve¢ ¢uli da je zivot poput bicikla: moras da okreces$ pedale,
ako zelis da o(p)stanes? Evo knjige koja polazi od ove predstave, i razlaze je da bi
nam naucno dokazala da je to ta¢no, ali i zasto je tako. U tom postupku, knjiga sazi-
ma dva aksioma: ocigledne istine su prve koje treba preispitivati, i ako Zelimo nesto
da razumemo, moramo da vidimo kako je nastalo.

Autori su ¢itavu teoriju saznanja, na kome jedino moze da pociva uspeh,
preto¢ili u roman, u niz intrigantnih dijaloskih pasaza, da bi ¢italac razumeo gde
svaki Covek gresi, Stavise i gde svaki narod gresi; i Sta treba da ucini da bi se sa
pogre$ne matrice Zivota, u kojoj stalno ponavlja iste fatalne poteze, sve dok even-
tualno potpuno ne odustane, mora da preduzme da bi ponovo uhvatio pravac ka
razvoju.

U razgovorima sa starim naucnikom, i sa onima na koje on upucuje,
smestenim u blisku budu¢nost, mladi novinar pretresa sve pojmove i kategorije koji
se moraju razumeti da bi se napredovalo.

Casopis za drustvene i humanisticke nauke pripada oblasti
naucne periodike i zasnovan je na sistemu recenziranja u vidu dobijanja dve pozi-
tivne anonimne recenzije kao preduslova za prihvatanje radova za $tampu. Limes
plus objavljuje izvorne naucne clanke, pregledne clanke, prethodna saopstenja,
stru¢ne radove, kao i prikaze iz svih oblasti drustvenih i humanistickih nauka, koji
nisu prethodno objavljeni niti su podneti za objavljivanje u nekoj drugoj publi-
kaciji. Rukopisi treba da budu pripremljeni prema standardima ¢asopisa Limes plus.

U pripremi rada treba se drzati sledecih uputstava:

Rad mora biti napisan u tekst procesoru Microsoft Word, na stranici for-
mata A4, fontom Times New Roman (12 tacaka), latinicom, sa propredom od 1,5
redova. Sve stranice moraju biti numerisane. Rad treba da bude duzine do jednog
autorskog tabaka (30.000 slovnih mesta ili 20 strana bez referenci i priloga). Izuze-
tak su pregledni radovi koji mogu biti duzine do 50.000 znakova i prikazi koji mogu
biti duzine do 5.000 znakova. Redakcija zadrzava pravo da objavi i radove koji
premasuju ovu duzinu u slucajevima kada izlaganje nau¢nog sadrzaja zahteva vecu
duzinu, odnosno prostor.

Casopis objavljuje radove na srpskom i engleskom jeziku.

Naslov rada treba da bude $to koncizniji. Iza naslova rada sledi ime i
prezime autora. i naziv institucije u kojoj radi. Iza imena prvog autora treba staviti
fusnotu koja sadrzi e-mail adresu autora. Zvanje autora se ne navodi.

Apstrakt (sazetak) duzine od 150 do 250 reci treba da bude na pocetku
rada ispod naslova rada. Sastavni delovi apstrakta treba da su: cilj istrazivanja,
metod, rezultati i zakljucak. Apstrakt po pravilu ne sadrzi reference. Uz radove na
srpskom jeziku treba priloziti i sazetak i klju¢ne reci na engleskom jeziku koji se
navode na samom kraju rada, ispod Literature.

Na kraju apstrakta treba navesti do 10 klju¢nih reci. Pri odabiru klju¢nih
reci pozeljno je odabrati one pojmove koji se ¢esto pominju za pretragu ¢asopisa.

Tabele i grafikoni treba da budu sacinjeni u Word-u ili nekom drugom
Word kompatibilnom formatu. Isti podaci ne mogu se prezentovati i tabelarno i
graﬁ(‘fki, Sve tabele, graﬁkoni ili slike treba da budu oznaceni brojem, sa naslovom
koji ih jasno objasnjava. U tekstu se treba pozvati na svaku tabelu, grafikon ili sliku.

Na kraju rada navodi se lista referenci (literatura, bibliografija). Reference
se navode abecednim redom po Cikagkom referentnom sistemu i ne prevode se na
jezik rada.

Kada se prvi put navodi strano ime u tekstu, u zagradi treba staviti ime
napisano u originalu.

Napomene (fusnote) daju se pri dnu strane na kojoj se nalazi komentari-
sani deo teksta, ne bi trebalo da prelaze 100 re¢i. Numerisu se arapskim brojevima | ] 59



u kontinuitetu u celom tekstu. Izvori se navode jezikom kori$¢ene publikacije. Na-
pomene se koriste samo za komentare.

Stil citiranja i navodenja napomena (fusnota) i izrade liste referenci (lite-
rature, bibliografije) na kraju rada je Cikaski stil (Chicago Style - Humanities). De-
taljno uputstvo za kori$cenje ovog stila moze se naci na http://chicagomanualof-
style.org/home.html. Kada se navode stranice, od jedne do druge, ili kada se navode
godine izmedu brojeva stoji crta (=), ne crtica (-).

Po zavrsetku procesa recenziranja, odnosno dobijanja dve pozitivne recen-
zije, redakcija ¢e obavestiti autora o prihvatanju rada za objavljivanje najkasnije u
roku od dva meseca od isteka roka za predaju rada. Autor ¢iji je rad prihvacen ne
moze da ga objavi u bilo kom obliku i obimu u nekoj drugoj stampanoj ili elektron-
skoj publikaciji bez sagla- snosti urednika ¢asopisa.

Redakcija zadrzava pravo na jezicke, stilske ili formalne izmene u radovima.

GUIDLINES FOR AUTHORS

Limes plus. Journal for Social Sciences and Humanities is a double-blind peer re-
viewed scientific periodical. It publishes original research papers, review papers, prelim-
inary paper, professional papers and reviews from all fi elds of humanities and social
sciences, not previously published elsewhere and not already under concurrent consider-
ation for publication in another journal. Th ree issues are published each year in cooper-
ation with the Faculty of Philosophy at the University of Belgrade.

Manuscripts should comply with the standards of the journal Limes plus.
Th e papers that are not adequately prepared will not be reviewed. Manuscripts
should be submitted via e-mail to: heraedu@mts.rs

The manuscript should conform to the following preparation guidelines:

Papers should be written in text processor Microsoft Word, page format
A4, in Times New Roman font (12 pt), in Latin alphabet, 1.5 line spacing. All pages
must be numbered. Contributions should have length of one author’s sheet at the
most (30.000 characters with spaces or 20 pages without references and appendi-
ces). Exception is made for review papers that may not exceed 50.000 characters
with spaces and book reviews that may not exceed 5.000 characters with spaces.
The Editorial Board retains discretion to publish papers beyond this length in cases
when clarity of scientific content presentation requires greater length, that is, space.

The journal publishes papers in Serbian and English.

Paper title should be as concise as possible. Author’s full name and affilia-
tion should follow the title. The footnote containing the e-mail address of the author
should be inserted after the full name of the first author. The positions of authors
should not be cited.

Abstract ranging between 150 and 250 words should be submitted at the
beginning of the paper. It must include research goal, method, results and con-
clusion. As a rule, summary must not contain references. If the paper is written in
Serbian, summary and key words should be submitted in English as well at the end
of the work below References.

Up to 10 key words must be supplied at the end of the summary. When
choosing key words, it is desirable to opt for those concepts that are often used in
searching journals.

Tables and figures should be made in MS Word or MS Word compatible
format. Same data may not be presented both in tables and figures. Each table, fig-
ure or picture should be numbered, with a self-explanatory title. Reference to each
table, figure or picture should be made in the text.
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Footnotes should be avoided. Abbreviations should be avoided as well, ex-
cept the fairly usual ones. The abbreviations used in tables and pictures should be
explained.

In papers in Serbian, foreign authors’ names are cited in Serbian transcrip-
tion, with surnames written phonetically, thereafter surname is quoted in parenthe-
ses in its original spelling.

Upon completion of the process of double-blind reviewing and obtaining
two positive reviews, editorial staff will notify authors of acceptance for publication
no later than two months after the deadline for submission of work. Th e author
whose work can not be accepted to publish it in any form and scope in another
printed or electronic publication without the consent of the editor of the magazine.
Th e Editorial Board reserves the right to linguistic, stylistic or formal changes in
the works.

References should be listed at the end of the paper, in the section entitled
“References”. The list should include only the references mentioned in the text, or-
dered alphabetically by the authors’ surnames. References not mentioned in the text
should not be listed. The basic reference formats are listed in the following way by
Chicago Manual of Style http://chicagomanualofstyle.org/home.html

a) Book should contain surname and initials of (each) author, year of publi-
cation, book title (in italic), place of publication and a publisher. Example: In refer-
ences: Wright, Erik Olin. 2016. Alternatives to Capitalism: proposal for a democrat-
ic economy. London and New York: Verso.; In text: (Wright 2016, 33); In footnote:
Wright 2016, 33.

b) Chapter from a book or an edited book should contain surname and
initials of (each) author, year of publication, chapter title, name initial and surname
of the editor, book title (in italic), chapter pages in parentheses, place of publication
and a publisher. Example: Kelly, John D. 2010. “Seeing Red: Mao Fetishism, Pax
Americana, and the Moral Economy of War.” In Anthropology and Global Counter-
insurgency, edited by John D. Kelly, Beatrice Jauregui, Sean T. Mitchell, and Jeremy
Walton, 67-83. Chicago: University of Chicago Press. In text: (Kelly 2010, 56).; In
footnote: Kelly 2010, 56.

c) Article from a journal should contain surname and initials of (each) au-
thor, year of publication, title of the article, journal title in full (in italic), volume and
pages. Example: Ingrao, Charles. 2009. “Confronting the Yugoslav Controversies:
The Scholars’ Initiative” The American Historical Review 114(4): 947-962.; In text:
(Ingrao 1999, 947).; In footnote: Ingrao 1999, 947.

d) Web document should contain surname and initials of (each) author,
year, document title (in italic) and Internet site address. Example: Foa, Roberto.
2007. Socioeconomic development and parenting values. Retrieved from http://www.
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
